                                                PRIMARY ENGLISH MEDIUM SCHOOLS?

              Andhra Pradesh Government is committed to take it as a prestigious to do 9 types of works under Manabadi -  Naadu Nedu. Among them are providing compound walls, painting for good looking to attract children towards the school, fans, tubelights, benches and toilets with running water facility. There is no doubt that these are all required and essential for every school.  Training classes for the teachers to teach English Medium is also going on through online and offline mode. Teachers are being trained up well. These are all one side of a coin. We have to see another side of the coin also. 

According to the theory of knowledge and wisdom, only knowledge can't do anything. For example a scientist has invented the medicine to reduce the death rate and he succeeded. It is his knowledge. At the same time it's the responsibility of him to see that there is a sufficient growth of food grains to these people. Otherwise the problem of scarcity of food  arises in the society. At that time immediate solution will not be available like the situation of Corona Virus at present. Shall we dig the well for water when we are thirsty? How foolish it is! 

Good infrastructure alone with all facilities for children can't improve quality education in English medium. It is the teacher who inspires the student to learn not the infrastructure. Even under a tree also a student can learn and become fluent in the language. Environment plays a vital role in the growth of a learning level of the children. A good environment like educated parents and the surroundings where the child grows also will have the great impact in acquiring a language.

     Parents should know what and how their children are learning in the school.   Most of the parents only know that their children are going to school and coming home. They don't know what they are doing and learning in school. Particularly the parents of the Government school children are illiterate and don't know how to check their children knowledge. They believe the words of their children and teachers. They should be able to answer these questions atleast.

 (1)  Is my child able to read the subject and which subject he/she is showing interest?  

(2) Is my  child recapitulating the subject after coming home? 

(3) In which subject my child is showing interest and why?  

(4) Did my child face any problem at anytime in school? If so, why?

 (5) Are any tests conducted in school in this month? If so, how is my child progress? 

(6) How much time is my child spending in school for learning? 

(7) How much time is my  child spending every day for studying the subjects?

 (8) Whether my child faced any problem at any time in school?? How did I solve the problem? 

(9) Did my child bring any problem to the notice of the teacher at anytime? If so, how much time did the teacher take to solve the problem? 

(10)  How can I help my child to improve the performance?

 A parent should know answers for all these questions.  Are our parents able to answer all these questions? Once they admit their child in Government school, they never look at that school till their child's  completion of the course. In these circumstances, how can the parents wish to have good and quality English Medium Education for their children?  In our Government schools, all the parents know that the teachers will be very busy with Government works such as MDM, Records maintenance, Naadu Nedu, Conducting exams, Entering marks in web sites, submitting different types of forms in the office such as roll particulars, scholarships, ammavodi, supervision of serving meals, distribution of clothes, shoes, text books, rice, eggs,  chikki etc., to the students, working with different types of apps every day, handling more than one class and one subject. It's shame to mention that teachers are doing  from peon work to Head master work. Though the teachers unions bring these problems to the notice of the authorities even by suggesting some ways to solve all these problems from time to time, the Government didn't show any interest to take measures so far.

The Government had already advised the third party survey with a TV channel on English Medium Education in primary schools. It may take the opinion of the parents by bringing these facts infront of them. Whatever the decision is taken, that should be for the well being of the poor people and to be benefited to the children. Parents may not be knowing all these things due to their illiteracy. They aren't well enough to judge all the facts. Most of the parents knod their heads by accepting the views expressed by teachers and any other educated person. It's very rare to argue with the authorities since they feel and believe that their views are related for their progress and we'll being. 

Parents and teachers should plan in such a way that there should not be any disturbance to the teaching hours. Teachers aren't able to spend full time on teaching due to the non teaching works burdened on them.
