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Abstract

The paper focuses on white women and the role of sex workers during the national Movement from 1917 to 1947 in Bihar. This period was marked by different popular movements of both men and women squads. Regarding women participation fromBihar, Mrs. Prabhawati Devi along with other women were active in first popular movement of Champaran Satyagraha. Initially, it started as a peasant movement which eventually turned into a historically first civil disobedience movement and also contributed to arousing a sense of Indian nationalism, especially after the comingof Gandhiji to the political scene. The principal base of masses in the national Movements were from different nook and corners of India; some belonged to wealthy family upper-caste women, while others were marginalized poor women such as farmers, laborers, outcaste untouchables and prostitutes, etc. The first half of the paper elaborately discusses the coming of foreign women in the Indian subcontinent and who was a directly or indirectly part of the national movement during the early 19th and 20th centuries for various reasons. And the second part explores some women sex workers professionally served as prostitutes butduring national movement they also actively participated in the freedom movement. Those few sex workers were evicted and were regarded by respectable people as ineffective for any work on behalf of the national campaign because the sex workers belonged to so-called untouchable, impure, dishonoured, lower social categories. Therefore, wealthy women did not enjoy the company of prostitutes in the National Movement and their mobilization meetings. Simultaneously, Bihar recorded white women's migration and their permanent settlement according to archival sources. White women's contribution in educating the local women and providing them with vocational training contributed to their economic stability, and their activity in the medical field, such as midwife (Dais) nurses, is also a contribution to the life of Bihar women. The paper explores the impact of this intervention in the national Movement of Bihar. 
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Introduction:  
Pataliputra (now Patna in Bihar) has a rich historical heritage because it had a long rule of the great Mauryan empire, then the invasion of the Mughal, and then with the grant of Diwani they made permanent footing in Bihar, Bengal, and Orissa. British brought several reforms to the Indian economic, political, and social system. In 1833 British missionaries were permitted to come and actively propagate Christianity in India and western education. Further, they also brought laws that is gender neutral in nature, thereby substantial change came not only in the socio-cultural outlook of the region but also affected the position of women across India. 
Yet, in the modern period, society had many shortcomings, like discrimination based on caste, gender, and economic equality. In the 19th and 20th centuries, Bihar witnessed extreme scenarios of such discrimination, especially against women.  
From 1857 in the undivided Bihar, nationalism commonly grew due to the British exploitive economic policies. Women who fought during the 1857 revolt were Begum Hazrat Mahal, Rani Laxmi Bai, Avantibai Lodhi, Rani Durgavati, and KitturChennammafor their motherland against the British(academi.edu.pp).Similarly, on the other side, some foreign white women like Annie Besant,Sister Nivedita, etc came to the Indian subcontinent—as per the archival sources a hand-written letter narrating the 1857 revolt in the Bihar written by European ladies have been found. In one of the letters sent by a lady name E. Grifte wrote a letter to her husband narrating the condition in the Danapur (Bihar) revolt. (PashupatiSingh.pp.). During the hotbed of politics worldwide, many women pursuing apathy, atrocities, and moral basis migrated to India with the flow of World War I and World War II. Those women were nurses, missionaries, scholars (anthropologists), teachers, journalists, feminists, relatives, and wives of administrative officials, etc. Many accounts, diaries, and recorded interviews reveal their identities as English, Welsh, Scottish, or Irish women who lived in India, some due to compulsion or by choice (Bhattacharjee, 2007). During India's fight for independence, the country faced many shortcomings within its society, such as poverty, diseases, social inequality, and the disasters of war from across the world. (Chandra, 2008).
[bookmark: _Hlk134388266][bookmark: _Hlk134388298]Meanwhile, in modern history, Apart from Indian women such as Sarojini Naidu, Vijaya Laxmi pandit, Sucheta Kripalani, Aruna Asaf Ali, and so, on. many foreign women were also greatly influenced by the philosophy of Gandhiji, truth, and non-violence, in India and abroad. Firstly, notable woman Annie Besant diverted all Indian leader attention through Home Rule at the national level, and Sister Nivedita is also noteworthy among those women who came to India. (Amrendra Kumar, 1998).

Historiography:
The feminist methodology for understanding perception of women’s contribution through their own discourses. The last decades of the 19thand 20th century, many historical works on women's history have appeared Vina mazumdar pioneer of women studies and feministresearch on gender women related history as separate branch studies, she wrote on women’s studies and the women’s movement in India in 1994.Contemporary feminist theory given by Judith Butler in her book GenderTrouble; Feminism Subversive of Identity in 1990, focuses on social, economic and political equality for women and performativity, she views gender as what we do rather than who we are as person.The Second Sex in 1949 a book by De Beauvoir one of the earliest attempts to confront human history from the feminist perspective. She discussed about the treatment of women in the present society as well as throughout all of history facts, myths and lived experience. Gerda Lerner in 1979 wrote about the importance to incorporate experience of all women to construct a new women history. Kumkum Roy work Re-presenting the courtesan Tradition An Exploration of early Historical Texts in her book she talk about sex-workers and regarding courtesan tradition of early period. Exploring the history of the lower-class women (Roy, 2010). Uma Chakravarti, the therighatha verses of song of bhikhuni a work that is probably one of the earliest compilations of women poetry anywhere in the world. Modern historian such as R.C Majumdar book the Indian History and culture edited volume viewed that after reading ancient treaties Mahabharata and Ramayana has glorified the position of women ancient Indian history(Majumdar, 1956).Durba Ghosh has written about prostitutes serving British as well as Indian soldiers to satisfy their heterodox sexual impulses, she also narrates the influx of white women from Europe is during 1857 revolt(Ghosh, 2004.)Bina Agarwal has focused on how law shapes gender relations by denying women access to productive resources in the form of land, thus, it provides an understanding of the political economy of the vulnerability of women. (Agarwal, 2000).In the notable feminist work by Nivedita Menon,seeing like a feminist bookhere shediscussed on different kinds of feminism such liberal, socialist and radical feminism. An immense number of archival materials is available narrating British women’s views of the twentieth century.Among the postcolonial and feminist critics, it is now widely accepted that the nationalist ideologies which informed, in particular, the first wave of independence movements and postcolonial works of literature from 1947 it cast in a gendered mould. (Boehmer, 2005, p.22). 

White Women in India and their activities:As the paper isconcerned with white women, there were many women who came to India during 19th and 20th centuryi.e.,world war times namely- Madame Chatsky, Lady Harrison, Princess Sophie Duleep Singh, Dorothy Jinarjadas, Margaret Cousins. (Bhattachajee, 2007).  However according to archivalrecord, a letter written by British lady to her husband narrating 1857 revolt proof that there evidencewhite women earlier also in India. (Patna, archive).On the other hand, Mahatma Gandhi also came to Indiaafter his long journey in south Africa, made ground for women emancipation; he also influenced many white women to come toIndia and join satyagraha, and lived in the Asrama. (Chandra, 2008).Nationalist historians of the freedom struggle have appreciated the contribution of foreign women as Christian missionaries.Almost all of them came from the inspiration of Mr. Gandhi.(Amrendra, 1998).But some historians opine that the motivation to support the Indians in the freedom struggle originated from within themselves.It was because he had immense compassion not only for Indians but also for humankind. With the contact of Mahatma Gandhi, it happened so much that foreign women came out with some more guilt and unknowingly got associated with the independence of India. (Kumar, 1994).There was so much in the environment, education, and culture these foreign women were enough to make anyone a staunch humanist.At that time, the question of India's independence was the most burning question in England. Therefore, Indian leader actively had supported British women.(Kumar,1994). 
Helena Petrovna Blavatsky:Wetraced the emergence of foreign women in India early in the 19th century. Among them, Miss Mary Carpenter to Calcutta in 1866, she encourages female education She also appointed Annette Akroyd to set up normal school work for Hindu Mahila Vidyalaya in Calcutta. (Forbes,2008).However, Madame Blavatsky was the first woman who came to India. She founded the Theosophical Society in New York on November 17, 1875, to establish universal brotherhood without discrimination and to propagate ancient spiritual knowledge to render the unity and truth of all religions. He landed at Bombay port on February 17, 1879, to establish this Society in India. Since then, she has remained here. Eighter directly or indirectly, Madam Blavatsky has been associated with the Indian freedom struggle. One such foreign woman has a name – Emily Luton’s truth is that Lady Emily Luton has also suffered a lot for advocating the interest of India. Also,in London, an organization called British Women Association held meetings to promote India's independence and created an atmosphere of sympathy for India’s interests in England. The names of Lady Harrison and LadyVethick Lawrence are notable for this service.
Annie Wood Besant: - In the line of the contribution of foreign women, Annie wood Besant can never be forgotten. She was born on 1st October 1847 in London middle class parents.  She married Frank Besant, a clergyman, and they had two children. However, Woods's anti-religious stance led to a legal separation in 1873. Twenty years after her split, Besant went to India for the first time. Before she went to India, she was actively engaged in social and political reforms in English. She was a socialist and active Fabian Society. Besant advocated workers' rights, women's rights, birth control, and better work conditions for women in factories. The theosophical Society, founded by Madam Blavatsky in 1875, was based on Hindu ideas of Karma and reincarnation. As its member, Besant's vocation was to spread theosophical ideas to the world, most of all in India. Besant came to India for the first time in 1893 and stayed here for the rest of her life. She channeled all her energies into working in India. Adyar in south India became her domain for all kinds of activities. She translated a religious Indian text into English in 1895 after having started to learn Sanskrit in 1893.Theosophy brought Besant to India, but nationalist propaganda caught her imagination. After she got elected as President of the theosophical Society, she went to a meeting of the nationalist Movement where she greeted with cries of Bande Mataram, which meant Mother, I bow to thee; after this meeting, Besant became vocal about her involvement with the Indian National Congress And was also responsible for starting Home Rule League in 1916. As she faced adulteration for some of her actions, she was criticized. Even so, Besant never gave up and continued to live in India. She died in Adyar in 1933 at the age of 86. On arriving here, she realized that a political renaissance was necessary for cultural revival and Indians should first get the right of self–government or home rule. It believed that Indians should give up minor rights, demand home rule, and reform them. But the liberal leaders of the congress were not ready to give up their solicitation policy even after stumbling. Disappointed by this, Annie Besant’s founded an organization called HomeRule League in Madras in September 1916.And other parts of Indian states, such as Bihar, according to an archival report,Mrs.Besant came to Patna on February 18, 1918. She brought with her a letter to the house in a triumphal procession. A personal diary of S.P.Sarran, in this report Home rule movement representative went to Delhi to join the All-India Hindu Association deputation; Baldev Narayan of Chapra (Bihar) town were selling Home Rule Photo of Mrs. Bedant and Tilak, and Gandhiji each side. It also contains the Union Jack (U.K flag) floating over Mrs. Besant's head and Home Rule flags with the inscription Bharat Swaraj over the head of the two men. (Patna Archive, file no.1917).

Annie Besant was a spark of chivalry, prudence and rationalism. She said that India demands Home rule for two reasons. First, that freedom is the birthright of everyordinary person. And second that without his approval, his selfishness was sacrificed for the interest of the BritishEmpire. Therefore, their first objective is the attainment of self- government. In the word of Annie Besant itself, India's independence is a condition of royalty to India. But now, the state of India's utility to the empire is India’s Independence. Although the home rule movement had limited purpose and tried to integrate religion into politics, it cannot deny that it made the Movement active and alive by taking out the direction stuck in the punk due to the passive policy of the Liberal Congress. She was under house arrest from June 1917 to September 1917 for demanding Home Rule; in 1916, the congress tried and succeeded in uniting Hindus, Muslims, Sikhs, and Christians. As a result, she also became the President of the congress working committee in 1917. Tikal and Subhash Chandra Bose said that today we are closer to our goals only because of the efforts of Dr.Annie Besant, the great warrior of Indian independence.

British women's contribution to medical science in Bihar: - Various agencies engaged in training indigenous midwives or the Dais. And here, one can point out the role of non-governmental agencies. There were two well-known voluntary agencies. One was the Dufferin Fund, and the other was the Association of Medical Women in India. Dufferin fund created the victorian memorial scholarship fund, established by lady Curzon to "perpetually remember the interest taken by the queen in the domestic problem of Indian women. The objective of the Dufferin fund, apart from setting up hospitals for women, was to promote the study of medicine among women and the latter to produce doctors, nurses, and midwives. (Choudhury, 2013, p.144)
British women's contribution to education system in Bihar: - Wetraced the growth of education in Bihar during British rule through different channels and government acts concerned with female education. Indian national congress showed since pre-independence time on this subject through the fundamental right resolution in 1931. They opined- that' our primitive Society was matriarchal, women were learned advance, developed the Society through education, before the role of government in the field of female education, there were certain agencies which also worked for the cause of female education. One of the most important among them was the Christian missionaries, which worked hard to spread the light of education to Indian females. At champanagar (Bhagalpur district) in 1904, Mrs. Perfect established a school. In the beginning, it had only seven pupils in its role. It should be noted that the school was a co-educational institution. In 1909, it was converted into an upper primary school under Miss. F.E.Orme. later in 1912, it was raised to the middle vernacular standard. At this level, it was felt that girls should be separated from boys. The church missionaries society took over the Christian mission's Orphanage at Deogarh, and all girls students, along with its patron Miss Orme, were transferred from Champanagar to Deoghar. There was another school at Deogarh, namely St. Mary’s Girls School. (Choudhury, 2013,190)
Report on Mrs.P.ESidey: - As far as white women in Bihar are concerned, I have come across another piece of evidence of Miss Sodamini Devi; she was in charge of the Girl Guides, and Mrs. P.E Sidey also the in-charge consisting of small children, mainly from the poor section railway colony at Gaya District Bihar. This report was about the Scouts Association at Gaya on November 7, 1942, and counting letters no of both boys and Girls participated. The Hindustan Scout Association and Girls guides. This was essentially a congress organization and was involved in the revolutionary Movement.(Fortnightlyreport, file no.13.December1917)

Margaret Elizabeth Nobel: - Born in Tyrone, Ireland, in 1867, Margaret Elizabeth Nobel grew up in Ireland but went to Halifax College in England for her education with her sister Mary Noble was also a member of Free Ireland, an Irish revolutionary organization. She learned during this period that each country had to chalk out different paths for independence based on its condition, and knowledge helped her immensely in understanding the national Movement in India. Noble heard Swami Vivekananda, reverently known as Swamiji, speak in London in 1895. When she heard him again in 1896, she decided to come to India as Swamiji’s disciple. Swamiji was an Indian monk and a spiritual leader. As opposed to the western notion of service to humanity as the goal of an individual, Swamiji put forth the emancipation of the soul as the goal for human beings. Nobel had already begun to question some Christian dogmas and how they answered the question of the soul and the inner –self, and Swamiji's speech promised a way out of her spiritual dilemma. Nobel came to India in 1898 and was soon named Nivedita, meaning dedicated to God, by Swamiji. She spent thirteen years in India working for social reforms, for Bengali women of all castes, and especially for the Indian National Movement. Noble also established the All-India Women Conference in 1927. On behalf of the Women Association, it argued that not allowing women to participate was indicative of the division of work by sex and was not an adequate explanation; following these protests; women were allowed to participate. While the domestication of the public space and feminizing of general politics facilitated women's emergence, many women pushed further the constructed boundaries. (Bjorkert, 2006, p.30)

Madeline Slade, was born on November 22 in, 1892, to a wealthy English family and led a very comfortable life, popularly known as MiraBehan, to work for the cause of Indian independence by fully aligning herself with the life and works of Mahatma Gandhi in the freedom struggle had come to India. In the service of India, by sacrificing the life of the Association path, Bharaven also went to England with Gandhiji in 1931. Not only that, but in 1934, she also traveled to Britain and America to gather sympathy for Indians' interests. Been successful. The truth is that from 1932 to 33 and from 1942 to 44, India, she also went to jail twice for freedom. Before coming to India in 1925, Madeline Slade read about India a lot. She wanted this country to be rid of the British, who were against them and through whom the stories of exploitation of India were spread far and wide. His real name was Madeleine Slade, and the well-known French romantics of the time loved him very much and called him by that name. He gave him his book Mahatma Gandhi to read. She was very impressed with this book and vowed to be like Gandhi and work for the freedom of India.Not only the Gita, But Hindu culture also had a significant influence on Madeline, she also adopted the path of celibacy, abandoning alcohol and non-vegetarian food; the Hindi language and the spinning wheel were her favorite things. She also read a lot about the Vedas and other precious texts expressing Indian identity, and she was very much ahead in the Quit India Movement of 1942. She also went to jail. Then after 1944, when she gradually began to believe that India’s independence was not far away, she turned his attention to social problems and initially established a Gaushala in Rishikesh of ramjula temple. She also decided to work with Gandhi at his ashram in Sabarmati, western India. It was Gandhi who named her Mira Behan, this name adored by nationalists in the Gandhian circle. (Amrendra, 1998, p.68)

Nellie Sengupta: -In the context of independence, one of the namesemerging on the pages of History is also of an English woman named Nelly, who later married an Indian, Nelly Sen, secretly. Hindustan and Hindustani the two things that were his biggest weakness. She married Yatindra Mohan Das, an Indian, to fulfill her strong desire to embrace them, adopted Khadi, and started selling Khadi. In 1933, when Madan Mohan was arrested, she became the President of the National Congress Committee. He was deeply saddened that despite Gandhi's input, the government. Thousands of Indians who grew in jobs were not in front of tax on the road of independence, Margaret Fuggens, and Sister Nivedita. Cousins' names are now probably only on the pages of books, but Sister Nivedita's names are still in people's memories. So far, very fresh. Cousins arrived in India in 1915. She was familiar with Gandhi's ideology of women's reform, though she also differed from them. Neti has expressed these things in her magazine called Stree Dharma; she also said that Gandhi should not divide his attention here and there and make a one-point program for the independence of India. This Irish woman created awareness among women by writing a book titled “Aaj Bhi Indian Women" and served through the Indian Women's Association.In 1914 A.D., among the foreign women who came to India was Mother Meera Ahdendre. After meeting Mahatanma Aurobindo, she was striving for lifelong Indian struggle and interest. In this way, many foreign women gave up their material pleasure and went to India. To protect the welfare, she fought for life and kept fighting. These British women contributed significantly to independence and the ideological struggle toward it. This thing stood very much to the British at that time. But there is something in the British culture that inspires them to develop faith in liberation and raise their voices against injustice. These English-Irish women were his contribution. Indian women got inspiration from all these foreign women. She will always remain the object of respect and reverence.

Sex workers
Sex- workers in the national Movement: -As far as prostitutes or sex workers are concerned in the NationalMovement in 1857, several names of prostitutes, such as Bibiganj, Karman Bai, Dharma Bai, dancerGulanbhi, etc., wererecorded who happened to help nationalist leaders secretly and became martyrs as well. During the first war of independence against British rule in Bihar, KuwarSingh, was helped by prostitutes in manyways. However, this Movement was suppressed brutally by the British, it had a great impact on the people of Shahabad. The dancer of Shahabad,Gulabi Dharma did notonly make the sound of anklets but also made the sound of a sword; while saving Kumar Singh's life, she was shot bullet by the British and died.LaterKuwarSingh, in honor of her martyrdom, builda mosque at Arrah(Hindi book).Other such instances were Azizan Bai, born as a prostitute in Lucknow in 1832. She was famous among Maratha Peshwa Nana Shaheb and their army at Kanpur. They would come to see her mujra mehfils. She used to entertain the army and also helped them, distributing guns, and food, nursing the wounded, supply important information during wartime as secret agent. Later, she managed to form a women's volunteer group called Mastani to raise the network of the revolutionary Movement add citation. The male and female nationalist leaders projected the politics of street demonstrations in terms of their high morality and sacrifice. Only the right kind of respectable women was positively encouraged to participate. Women of the middle class who came out in public also realized that their newly realized freedom had to be couched in an aura of respectability. Women, as argued earlier, grew up in their father's houses and later married into the protected environment of their husband's houses. This issue of respectability touched every middle-class family. Women in the street had to be distinguished from the women of the street, the latter primarily being women who had come out of their homes to earn a living. One of the consequences was that women who entered and were seen in those spaces defined as the public were open to suspicion. The women of the street, a label that distinguished these women from respectable middle-class women, were working–class women, low-caste women, and other inferior characters. The latter was still seen as a threat to the morality and respectability of the Movement. A prostitute was put under the latter category. During the Civil Disobedience movement, prostitutes from Kanpur in U.P stopped joining the National Movement. And were said to be unfit to sit near other ladies by members of the District Congress Committee. Gandhiji refused to accept the prostitute as congress members unless they gave up their unworthy profession. Similarly, in the east Bengal, Fallen sisters who wanted to participate in the national Movement were advised by Gandhi to choose alternative professions to facilitate their participation. In Indian national History, the management of female sexuality has been important since unruly female sexuality could discredit the nation. Nationalism, gender, and sexuality can frequently play an important role in constructing one another by invoking and helping to construct usvs.them.The management of female sexuality becomes important since unruly female sexuality could discredit the nation. Thus, an individual who reflects sexual promiscuity may be regarded by respectable people as ineffective for any work on behalf of the nation. Unbridled sexuality, as embodied by the prostitutes, was a sensitive issue with the Indian nationalists. Paradoxically, it was the untamed and uncontrolled sexuality of Bengali men that British colonial administrators debated in the 19th century. The prostitutes, as an oppositional representation to the nationalist women, also challenged the new, pure, un-colonized domestic space of which the nationalist women were representative.Thisrepresented the core of the Indian ethos. Untouchables were placed in the same social categories as prostitutes. There is a description of Gandhi encouraging untouchables to attend his meetings, but ambiguities in Gandhi’s behavior and attitudes towards untouchables and prostitutes are not explained. There was some overt hostility to Gandhi's insistence on introducing untouchables to his meetings, and at Gajera on March 21, many women left rather than attend in Untouchables Company. The uneasy relationship women from privileged backgrounds shared with other women who were either prostitutes or from the untouchable’s caste was apparent.The necessity of drawing distinctions between the nationalist women and the other social groups, such as prostitutes and untouchables become integral features of defining national characters and setting cultural boundaries. The nationalist ideology about the nation, who we are, and what we represent – becomes the basis and justification for national action, that is to say, activities of state and nation-building, the fight for independence, and the exclusion or inclusion of various categories of members.However, the unexpected and impure could become pure and respectable if the work is regarded as a nationalist sacrifice. Several respondents recounted the specific narrative of Azizan, a Randi (prostitute) who was exalted to the status of a worrier through her contribution to the nationalist Movement and who provided inspiration to many women., Azizan was a prostitute in Bithoor, Kanpur, during the years leading up to the 1857 revolt. In the army camps, she danced with a kamal(lotus) and a roti (unleavened bread). If a soldier accepted the roti, he was willing to participate in the struggle for freedom; if he accepted the kamal, he was not. Often Azizan used to go on horseback and feed the wounded soldiers.Azizan, through her sacrifices, acquired purity in the eyes of the people and was exalted to the status of a goddess. She cleansed herself of all past sins in the sacrificial fire of freedom. Instead of being referred to as Azizanrandi she was addressed as KrantikariAzizan, or the warrior Azizan. The issue of respectability was important for two reasons. First, since women's activities were projected to be for the liberation of the nation, this meant that they viewed the Indian populace as patriotic and respectable. This idea facilitates women's entry into the public sphere without creating disharmony in their domestic lives. Women could step into the public sphere without endangering their honor and pride. Second, male and female nationalist leaders assured the guardians of ordinary middle-class women and projected themselves as the embodiment of respectability. If women stepped out of their homes to attend any public activity hosted by any prominent women leaders, it was unlikely that their Movement would be scrutinized and questioned. Nearly all the respondents referred to these leaders, and it seems that their presence not only gave credibility to a particular activity but also facilitated the respondents, public appearance.
Analysis and observation:Because of the coming of white women as Christian missionaries played as boon to Indian women. British women propagated western living style, scientific thinking which influenced not only their personal domestic life style but also motivated them to come out of their house to become self-depended economically   strengthen themto become aware towards women right, motivated to work should to shoulder with their man.  This was perhaps not an isolated phenomenon, for despite the important and active role British women played during the Second World War, they were encouraged back into the home and domesticity back in 1945. As far as sex workers are concern, they had face discrimination every level in order to won their identity, no matter how much good work they did, they look down to it,it’s hard for people to recognised their name in the forefront due to untouchability, work, caste, race, sex. etc and so on.
Conclusion: Thus, from the above discussion and different narratives on women, it is concluded that the emergence of many foreign women who came to India, sacrificed their whole life, and fought for Indian people to ameliorate the condition of women through education, sanitation, social reform etc. Moreover, the unseen contribution of prostitutes’ women in the national Movement is very significant and marked as an object of respect and reverence for other women in India.
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
